Delivering medical services in rural areas is expensive  - Dispensing income is used to support the various services we provide, such as minor surgery, minor injury , ultrasound scanning and maybe even Doctor provision.


If implemented the White Paper will bring about major changes to the way patients receive services. 


Parts of the paper are currently being consulted upon and a broadly held view is that the implications of the proposals are not fully appreciated by ministers. Consequently the consultation period is being viewed as an opportunity to change opinion in Government. We have until the end of May to do this and a group of local GP’s are trying to meet with John Bercow, local MP to let him know of their concerns.

The Government has just released the White Paper; “Building on Strength—Delivering the Future.”.


The paper details proposals to shift some routine work, currently carried out in General Practice, to community pharmacists. Examples of this are the management of long term conditions, blood testing, stopping smoking, obesity management, to name just a few.


 One of the more controversial parts of the White Paper talks about proposals to remove entry and exit barriers to dispensing, again encouraging an increased role for Pharmacies. This would mean a change in the criteria that permit Doctors to dispense medication to their patients. What this will mean is loss of Dispensing status for many Practices shifting the work to existing Community Pharmacies or newly established services developed to meet the extra demand.


This will mean significant changes  for Norden House Surgery?


Loss of a Dispensing service for those living in the villages outside Winslow.


The removal of Doctor Dispensing will remove the direct competition to Pharmacies, predominantly ‘chains’ such as ‘Boots’ and in our case, ‘Lloyds’.
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
